Dear Parent/Guardian:

Your student has the opportunity to take dual credit classes for next school year. This is an excellent opportunity for your child to earn both high school and college credit in one class.  Students will earn their college credit through Fort Scott Community College while being taught by their highly certified high school teachers. These classes will transfer to most Kansas and Missouri colleges. 

The dual classes that we currently offer are as follows:  College English, College U.S. Government, College U.S. History, College Art, and College Biology.  If students need to check on a particular school, I can help them do that.

College English 101 is offered in the Fall Semester, and it will change to College English 102 for the Spring Semester.  These students will earn 3 credit hours of college credit each semester while earning the 1 credit of English IV for the full year.  Prior to enrolling in College English 102, students must earn a B or higher in College English 101.

College Government is offered in the Spring Semester.  These students will enroll in this course in the Fall because this class is taken for the entire year to earn the 1 credit hour of high school U.S. Government.  In the Spring, the students will earn 3 credit hours of U.S. College Government after enrollment procedures through FSCC.  Information will be given to the students in December regarding enrollment and payment for the college class.   

College U.S. History is offered in the Fall Semester, but these students will stay in this class for the entire year if they are juniors.  During the first semester, students will earn 3 college credit hours.  They will earn 1 credit hour of the U.S. History graduation requirement.  

College Art is offered for the Spring Semester only. These students will earn 3 credit hours of college credit and ½ credit of high school fine arts.  

College Biology is a year-long course.  Students taking this course will earn 5 credit hours of college credit along with 1 credit of high school science.
College Algebra is offered for the Spring Semester only.  These students will earn 3 credit hours of college credit and 1 credit of high school math.

College Psychology is offered for the Spring Semester only.  These students will earn 3 credit hours of college credit and ½ credit of high school elective.

College Speech is offered for the Fall Semester only.  These students will earn 3 credit hours of college credit and ½ credit of high school fine arts.
The cost for these classes are $90 per credit hour.  The students will need to pay the entire fee for their Fall classes at their regular high school enrollment in August.  College Art and College Government students will not need to make their payments until January. Students enrolling in College Biology may pay for half of their fees in August and the other half in January.  On the back of this letter you will find the cost for each class.

In order to enroll in these classes, students must have also earned a 21 or higher on the Math and English portions on the ACT.  If the student was unable to achieve this score or has not taken the ACT, they must take the Compass test prior to August enrollment at the FSCC building located behind the FSCC Cosmetology School on Broadway in Pittsburg.

For a limited time, the USD #247 Board of Education has agreed to reimburse the students the full amount of tuition, at the end of the school year, if the student has earned an B or higher in the college course.  Please be aware that the Board of Education may only be able to provide reimbursement for the Fall semester only.
