“I never would have thought I would be a 

runner,” Jenkins said afterward. “(Coaches 

dragged) me out to a sport that I never thought 

I’d be good at, and now I’m here today.” 

“You take a kid who’s never done 

something and they try something new, 

hopefully that will spark others to be like, ‘hey, 

maybe I have a hidden talent too,’” Coach 

Laney Lawson said. “Not only can they do 

Cross Country, but for other things—to try new 

things—that’s so brave… let’s find out what 

you’re made of because you can do it.” 

With a 5K time of 21:21.8, Jenkins is 

believed to be the first Lancer girl runner to 

medal at the State Cross Country meet. 

Deietrich Smith is believed to be the only 

Lancer boy to medal at State Cross Country, 

when he took 10th place in 2014.
