Course can be viewed with any Web browser; Internet Explorer, Firefox, Google Chrome, and Safari are
some examples. Students using IE 11 will need to be in compatibility mode for some functions to work properly. Internet
Explorer 10 does not need to be in compatibility mode. Problems in typing into text boxes (such as discussion forums) are often
solved by switching to compatibility mode. Dial up access is not recommended for LCC online courses.
